Damaged A5 Gateways: Clerk to chase the Highways Agency / Carillion to have them rebuilt. Fran Gilbey had a site meeting with Carillion about the gateways.

Speeding lorries:  Problem still occurs in the 30mph limit leading to the school. Resident advised CBC have no further funds for VAS signage.

Car sales at Shah Site: Sales have commenced again and cars are parking on pavements. Action: Clerk to write to David Dennis at CBC to ascertain if they have a Change of Use permit.

CBC Cllr Norman Costin: Informed the meeting that his term of office for Hocklliffe has finished and unlikely to be in Hockliffe ward again. He informed the meeting that he had enjoyed representing the village over the last 30 years. The PC thanked Cllr Costin for his attendance at meetings.

Smells from Shah Group site: Cllr Coleman reported that he had concerns over possible contaminated mains water and he had contacted the Environment Agency who informed him that the site would need a license for breaking cars.

Recreation Grounds Play Area Update: Problems with the contractor who was originally appointed to carry out the works. Clerk to contact contractor to ascertain when works can be carried out. Further quotes to be obtained as a back up.
Hockliffe Village Hall Update: The Planning Application is to be resubmitted to CBC with amended perimeter lines.
Allotment Request: Land between the garage and McDonalds off the A5: The landowner will not allow allotments at this site.
Land between Little Lane and the A5: The Hillingdon Charity have responded that they are taking advice on the use of this land, but in the first instance it would be helpful to know how many allotments plots the parish might want and what sort of rent and terms of lease you might be interested in. The PC was advised that the current commercial rent is £100 per acre.

Discussions ensued about the required number of plots, it was thought that 20 half size plots should be requested.

Action: Clerk to write to all residents who have expressed an interest an update and possibility of setting up a Trust to manage any allotments.

Action: Clerk to contact Hillingdon Charity to raise initial proposals of 1 acre of land at commercial rent rates.
Demolition & Repairs to remainder of Kilby Road Changing Rooms: work to take place in the next 4- 6 weeks.
Church End Green – repairs to verges: Repair works have been carried out and sand stone blocks re-sited to prevent vehicles driving on the green. Clerk is awaiting a response from the Conservation Officer at CBC to provide information on what suitable alternatives may be used to protect the greens edges currently used by sand stone.
