	MATTERS ARISING  For information only

Recreation Grounds Play Area Update: Clerk to phone Wren to see if alternative contactors can be used for the footpath other than that used in the original application. No invoice has been received from Lightmain yet for the MUGA – Clerk to pursue.
Hockliffe Village Hall Update: Planning Application has been submitted to CBC. Plans were presented to the PC.
Allotment Request: The PC has now received 10 requests from residents for an allotment. An article has been prepared by the Clerk for the Hockliffe Herald asking for any local land owners with suitable land who would lease some land to the PC to contact the Clerk. The difficulty in providing suitable land was discussed due to the volume of clay based soil in the village which is unsuitable. 
Action: Clerk to write to Rev. Jennie Cappleman as a Trustee of The Hillsden Charity who own land between Little Lane and the A5 traffic lights of Leighton Road to ask if they would consider leasing part of the land.

Action: Cllr Dickens to contact Daniel Osborne of Tebworth about land between the garage and McDonalds off the A5 to see if he would consider leasing part of his land.
Shah Group – Update / Fly Tipping: The trading signs have been removed, notification from the Planning Enforcement Officer at CBC was acknowledged by the PC. Possibility of change of use planning application to be submitted to CBC. Reported fly tipping within the premises is internal waste.
Vehicular Access Issues Birchs Close: Issue is in the process of being resolved with CBC. Item can be removed from the agenda.
Village Bus Services & New Bus Stop Location: New bus timetable received for No10/10a and is in the PC notice board. Information leaflets on route 10/10a being issued by CBC could be delivered with the Herald if they are with the Clerk by Wednesday, if after they would be displayed in prominent places around the village and go out with the next Herald. 
A site meeting was held on Friday, 11th March, Clerk, Cllrs Briars and Coleman attended with Paul Dodge (CBC) Martin Lewis (Amey) Steve Wellham (Police) and CB Cllr Budge Wells to discuss the location of two new stops on Leighton Road. 

Action: Clarification of the west bound bus stop on Woburn Road to be obtained and emailed to PC members.
Issues with Cemetery Plans / Archives: Clerk and Cllr Briars carried out a full audit of the cemetery logging each grave. Clerk is going to computerise the plots against cemetery plans and update the missing vertical row. A topple test was carried out and visual test, some graves have now settled and will need infilling with top soil. Mr Allen is to be notified of graves that need infilling. Plans of the cemetery may need to be reproduced with correct information. 
Site notices are to be erected with findings from the meeting. i.e laid down head stones.

	VILLAGE MATTERS FOR RESOLUTION
Demolition & Repairs to remainder of Kilby Road Changing Rooms
The collapsed changing rooms at Kilby Road are in a state of disrepair and a serious health and safety risk. Quotes have been obtained to demolish the derelict changing room to foundation level using a 3 tonne 360 machine, rebuild missing block work and raise the wall to roof level, refit facia boards and apply green mineral felt to the roof of the existing changing rooms. All waste from site to be removed by 3 large skips and 2 grab lorries leaving the concrete foundation. Three quotes were sought by the Parish Clerk.
Motion: The PC to appoint Martin Kirwan to carry out the work to the required specification as quoted to the sum of £1995.00 and for a cheque to be authorised to that sum upon completion of all works with two authorised PC signatories. 
Resolved: The PC supported the motion, Clerk to instruct Mr Kirwan to proceed with the work and notify PC members upon completion of the work to obtain two signatories to sign the payment.
Church End Green – repairs to verges

The Green which is in a conservation area has been seriously damaged over the winter and the two top corners of the 'triangle' have been driven over constantly, the sandstones having been thrown up on to the Green.  
Motion: The PC to instruct Mr Allen to earth up the top corners and seed them and for the sandstone to be reinstated on all corners up to the sum of £70.00
Resolved: The PC supported the motion, Clerk to instruct Mr Allen to proceed with the required works. 
Action: Clerk to contact the Conservation Officer at CBC to see if permission could be granted for an alternative to sandstone such as granite to be used as edging stones for the green.
